Note: these are the exact same topics as on the real final exam. You can prepare your thoughts, and even
write a ‘rough draft’ at home if you like, but remember that you cannot use any notes on the final. Also
remember to prepare two different topics, each is worth 30 points!

TOPIC 1: Meine Familie und meine Freunde. Your German host family is curious to know more about you

and your family or friends. Describe yourself, and then describe your family, including any pets — or you

may prefer to describe several friends instead of family members. Make sure you include: their names,
how old they are, where they live, what they look like (physical appearance), what they are like

(personality) and what each person (including you) likes to do in their free time or for work.

TOPIC 2: Mein Studium und meine Kurse. Your German host-brother and host-sister are interested in

studying in the United States. Tell them about the courses you are taking (including the day and time you
take those courses), describe a couple of your professors, if you like the classes/professors and why (not).
In your description of college life, please include a few activities that you or a typical college student must
do during the week or likes to do during the weekend.

TOPIC 3: Mein typischer Tag. Your German host family would like to know what your daily life is like here

in the USA. Pick one day of any week and describe your typical schedule in detail, from the time you
wake up and start your morning routine, until the time you fall asleep. Please include details about the
times of day, where you are or where you go, what you eat, drink or do, and with whom you do these
activities.

TOPIC 4: Essen und Einkaufen. Your German host-brother and host-sister want to know more specifically

about typical eating and shopping habits in the USA, and how those differ from theirs in Germany.

Describe the meals and foods you like to eat, where and when you shop, and what types of restaurants
you go to in the USA. Then make sure to point out any differences about how German families eat and

shop, and what types of meals Germans usually have, based on our learning this semester or your own

experiences.

TOPIC5: Geschenke geben. Your German host family would like to know what you are planning to give
this year as holiday/birthday presents. Describe in detail at least two gifts you are planning to give to
family members or friends for a special occasion. For each gift, explain what the gift is, to whom you will
give it, what the occasion is (e.g., birthday, Christmas), and why it is a good gift for that person. You will
need to use the dative case to describe to whom you are giving your presents, and make sure to include

adjectives in describing the gifts.
